	Mild frustration or exasperation framed as death

	Beauty described in terms of death

	"I’d kill for a coffee"
	Expressing desire with violence

	"Over my dead body"
	Extreme opposition, even unto death

	"Slay the room" (comedy)
	To impress so much it’s as if you caused death
